Captain Phillip Rex Bergfield FA 7-67 died from injuries suffered in an aircraft

crash caused by hostile action on 3 July 1971 while serving with Battery A, 4th

Battalion, 77th Artillery, 101st Airborne Division, RVN. He had 234 days in

country.

Terry Martell

Captain Terry Jack Martell FA 15-69 died from injuries suffered in an aircraft

crash caused by hostile action on 3 July 1971 while serving with Battery A, 4th

Battalion, 77th Artillery, 101st Airborne Division, RVN. He had 274 days in

country.
